How To Animate The Separate Parts Of A Bar Chart 

This is what I have done (I have not saved all of the following so that you can do it yourself to the file I have put up):-

1. Constructed the chart from within PowerPoint. This gives you an embedded chart. I have saved this part of the Presentation. 

2. Doing things this way enable you to animate the elements separately. 

3. To:-

get the Male bar 2008 to animate separately from the Female bar 2008. 

I did the following:-

4. Clicked on 2008 blue bar in the chart. 

This highlighted both blue bars. 

5. Animation tab / Animations group / clicked on Custom Animation 

6. The Custom Animation Task Pane now opened on the right hand side of the screen. 

7. Clicked on the drop down arrow beneath:-

Add Effect 

Hovered the mouse over Entrance then clicked on 3. Checkerboard 

8. Now in the Custom Animation Task Pane I clicked on the drop down arrow beneath:-

1 Content Placeholder 3

Now I clicked on:-

Effect Options . . . 

The Checkerboard window launched. 

9. Now I clicked on the Chart Animation tab and in the Group chart: field I clicked on:-

By Element in Series 

 - and hit OK 

If you do the above you get:-

 the Male bar 2008 to animate separately from the Female bar 2008. 

If the above is not quite what you want have a play around with the above settings. 
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
